Attempts at reducing the fire losses associated with the material aspects of society
are carried out through codes, ordinances, and inspections of properties for hazards. Yet,
these efforts do not produce a solution to the problem. In most cases buildings and
material contents do not start fires—people do.

It is for this reason the importance for the establishment of a comprehensive fire
prevention education program. The basis for a goodfire prevention program is the attitude
and concern of individuals towards fire. The Doylestown Borough Public Fire Prevention
Education Program will teach residents and business owners the importance of fire safety
and the inherentrisks, if a fire where to occur. This will be an ongoing effort and will evolve
to fit our community. Listed below are six steps that will be utilized to begin the
implementation of this program.

- Formal public information programs, including but not limited to printed materials, public
service announcements, and fire prevention displays.

- Talks and demonstrations at the request of civic groups, scout troups, community
associations, day cares and schools.

- Voluntary home/business inspections identifying hazards and give suggestions to help
the public reduce the risk of fire.

- Attend parades, fairs, and other organized events designed to create awareness in fire
prevention.

- Establish a “juvenile fire setter” intervention program in conjunction and cooperation with
Doylestown Borough Police Department Detectives’ Division.

- Assist the Fire Company during their fire prevention activities and serve as a contact
for residents/business owners to schedule activities.
