Registration for the Burpee Park Summer Program is just around the corner. Once
again, registration will be held in Borough Hall, 57 West Court Street. Parents of children
who reside within the Borough limits will be given first priority and may register
during the week of May 11, 2009 between 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Non-Borough
residents and Borough residents may register the week of May 18, 2009. If you are unable
to register in person, the registration forms in this packet may be used and mailed to the
Doylestown Borough office. There is no charge for registration.

Registration will not be limited initially, since many children register but may only
attend for a week or perhaps a few isolated days. Please feel free to register for both the
Arts Crafts and the Outdoor Games programs. However, in order to accommodate more
children, we ask that you only register for one Arts and Crafts session per week (either the
9:15 - 10:15 session or the 10:30 - 11:30 session). Daily Arts and Crafts sessions will be
limited to a maximum of 35 children per session. Borough residents and pre-registered
students will be given priority over “drop-ins.” Registration does not guarantee

admittance to every class.

In order to maintain a free program and accommodate the large number of children
who participate in both the Arts and Crafts and Outdoor Games programs, parents are
requested to volunteer their services. You can be of assistance by helping to set up and/or
clean up materials and by helping younger children with crafts or games. Please sign up
to volunteer for one or more Arts and Crafts session and/or Outdoor Games session.
Parental support is an important ingredient to the success of the program, especially as
the community interest continues to grow
